“Cutting Warping Time by Half or More”

For this demo we will use:

12 epi x 5inches(threaded into reed) = 60 warps

Length 3 yards x 2(for doubling) = 6 yards.

Figure:  

1-Amount of warps needed for your project as you usually do.

2-Now double the amount of warp length needed for your project.

3- Make you guide string to accommodate your double warp length.

4- Place guide string on warping board as you usually do.

5- Count your warps as usual but divide by 2. 

e.g. For 60 warps needed I would count 30 at the cross on the warping board because I am making 2 warp threads every time I go from one end to the other and back to the beginning. 
Divide count again by 2 = 15, because you are now making 4 warp threads each time around.
When you make a double length warp put a cross at both ends of the warping board.  When you finish and remove your warp, fold it in half and put the two cross ends together.

“Cut Your Time Even More”
You can cut your time even more if you warp with multiple cones of thread (this is also a good way to use up small amounts of fiber).
Divide the final count for a single or double length warp and divide by the amount of different threads you are using to make the warp.

e.g. 

1-Single length warp count of 30 divide by 5 threads = 6 count. 

2-Double length warp count of 15 divide by 5 threads = 3 count.
